There will be The ANZAC Day Student Service on the 24th of April at 10:00 until noon which 

will involve hundreds of South-Eastern Queensland primary and secondary school students and 
The ANZAC Day Dawn Service on the 25th of April will be held at the Brisbane Shrine of 

Remembrance, Anzac Square, located between Ann & Adelaide Streets. 

 
In New South Wales thousands of war veterans will march to Cenotaph in Martin Place at 4.30 

AM  going to Hyde Park for the sunset service ceremony.  

 
It's 110 dawn services will be held in Western Australia on Anzac Day, including at the fire-

ravaged town of Yarloop. A gunfire breakfast will be held after the dawn service in the Stirling 

Gardens at 5:50 AM. In Perth the Anzac Day parade will start at 9:00 AM, travelling from St 

Georges Terrace to Langley Park where the commemorative service will be held at 11:00 AM. 

 
It will be the first timer for Melbourne, Victoria to lead the march down at St Kilda Road to 

the Shrine of Remembrance as they mark the 50th anniversary of the Battle of Long Tan. 

 
In Hobart, Tasmania ANZAC Day Dawn Service  in  Cenotaph on the Queens Domain will 

start at 6:00 AM and will finish at 12:00 PM for a Fly past by RAAF and Tasmania Warbird 

Adventures. 
 

The prime minister Malcolm Turnbull will attend the national service at the war memorial 
at Gallipoli centenary dawn service in Canberra at 5.30 AM. 

 
And lastly, Anzac commemorations 2017 in New Zealand will atart at 6:00 AM for a Dawn 

Service in Pukeahu National War Memorial Park and will finish in Atatürk Memorial,
